The Design TrustÕs most recent project, Taxi 07, received an overwhelmingly positi ve 
response from the public and press alike. In Taxi 07, the Design Trust worked to 
improve the sustainability, accessibility and design of the NYC taxi system alongside 
project partner, the NYC Taxi & Limousine Commission.
